During the match

◦ A stewarding service will be present in the 
sector throughout the match. Don’t hesitate to 
reach out if you need assistance.

◦ Toilets and refreshments are available in the 
sector. You can enjoy non-alcoholic beer, soft 
drinks, hot and cold food. 

◦ After the match, please stay in the sector and 
follow the instructions provided by the 
organising service. 

◦ Prior to entry, security personnel will proceed 
with body search check to ensure that all rules 
have been followed.

◦ To enter it is necessary to insert the ticket into 
the reading device of the turnstile.

Journey to the Stadium
◦ The stadium is just a 15-minutes walk from both 

the city center and the Pilsner Urquell Brewery.

◦ The entrance for visiting fans is marked with the 
letter U. 

◦ The U entrance leads to the sectors for visiting 
fans U12 and U13.

◦ Fans with the 1st class tickets to the sector C 
will use the entrance at the main tribune C for 
CAT1. 

◦ For security reasons, they are let into the 
stadium without the club symbols.

Don't forget to 
take home a memento of 
Viktorka. The Viktoria shop, 
located right at the stadium, 
offers fantastic gifts and 
souvenirs.

police and UEFA authorities, ID checks will 
be carried out on the entry to the stadium 
and away fans will not be allowed into the 
home sectors with no refund of the 
admission fee.

Arriving from 
Prague or Nuremberg? 

◦ From the airport > take a bus AE or public 
transport to Prague Main Station > take a train 
to Pilsen.

◦ The Intercity-Express (ICE) train runs from 
Prague to Pilsen every hour and the ride takes 
70 minutes. 

◦ The EuroCity-Express (ECE) train runs from 
Munich to Pilsen every two hours and the ride 
takes 4 hours.  

◦ Pilsen can be reached by car in 1 hour from 
Prague, 2 hours from Nuremberg or 3 hours 
from Munich.

Getting around in Pilsen 
by public transport?

• You probably won't need transport at all as the 
Doosan Arena, the historic city centre, the main 
train station and the Pilsner Urquell Brewery 
are right next to each other within walking 
distance.

• In Pilsen, you can use trams, buses and 
trolleybuses.

• A day ticket costs about 4 Euros. Tickets can 
be purchased easily on board, and payment 
can be made by credit card.

Pilsen is a center 
of education and 
innovation, hosting 
the University of West 
Bohemia, Charles 
University's Faculty 
of Medicine, and over 
13,000 students, along 

with prominent research institutions like the NTIS 
Centre, the RICE Innovation Centre, and the Pilsen 
Science and Technology Park.

On October the 5th 1842, brewmaster Josef 
Groll brewed the first batch of a new Pilsner 
beer.

For over 180 years, Pilsner Urquell has been 
brewed in Pilsen, with 290 million gallons 
exported to more than 50 countries 
worldwide.

All light bottom-fermented lagers around the 
world are called “pils”, “pilsner” or “pilsener”.

The Pilsner Urquell Brewery is just a 
15-minutes walk from the centre of Pilsen. 

Cheers, Pilsner beer truly tastes best in Pilsen.

Founded in 1295 by King 
Wenceslas II at the 
confluence of four rivers, 
Pilsen has grown into the 
fourth largest city in the 
Czech Republic, now home 
to around 180,000 people.

Pilsen’s cultural heritage 
shines as the birthplace of 
artist Ladislav Sutnar, 
home to the beloved 
puppetry of Josef Skupa’s 
Spejbl and Hurvínek and 
a European Capital of 
Culture (2015) with 
commemorating the title 
this year by a spectacular 
celebration. 

Before the game, fans gather in pubs and bars in 
and around the city center. Take the chance to 
enjoy various local beers and try some world-class 
or traditional Pilsner cuisine. Have you tasted 
Utopenec, goulash, or steak tartare?

Visiting fans usually meet at the courtyard of the 
iconic Pilsner Urquell Brewery, which is within the 
walking distance from the stadium. Or you can 
simply stroll around the city and soak in the lively 
atmosphere.

Just remember not to indulge in too much of 
Pilsen's famous liquid gold - you'll want to be 
ready for the game and all the cheering!
